Starting February 26 at 7:00 pm, we ask for every one 

of our members to join us for a Lenten journey that will touch each and everyone of you.  We are     

planning to speak about our own ñlukewarmò faith and commitment to God and the church.  We 

will be preaching on Revelation 3:14-22 each week and will be offering our personal stories to 

our community.

Be patient with people...God loves each 

and every one of us and ñgave His only Son so that everyone who believes in Him may not perish 

but may have eternal life.ò  This is the time where we lay down all our burdens, our grudges, and 

our sins to Him, Repent, and Ask for Forgiveness.  For thine will be done on earth as it is in 

Heaven.  May it be so as we walk through this journey together.
